Introduction:  “In 1893, the Bliss Electrical School opened its doors in downtown Washington, DC.  In 1908, it relocated to Takoma Park, MD, where it continued preparing young men for careers in electrical engineering.  The students were taught college courses in classrooms and workshops by several instructors, including the school’s founder, Prof. Louis Denton Bliss.  Many of the alumni went on to work in the local industry during a pivotal time in electrical engineering history.”

“In 1950, the Bliss Electrical School was absorbed by Montgomery College.  To this day, the Bliss legacy has continued on in many forms, including the Louis D. Bliss Memorial Scholarship, which is awarded most notably to electrical engineering students.”

“During 2009, Montgomery College renovated The Commons building, which, along with Falcon Hall and other south campus buildings, sits on the original Bliss School site.”

“2010 marks the 60th anniversary of the transfer of the Bliss Electrical School to Montgomery College.  On January 29th of that year, four alumni of the Bliss School were invited to visit and speak at the new Bliss Suite lecture hall.  They openly reflected back to their days attending classes at the original school.  The alumni examined the artifacts and spoke about some of their various experiences.”

“As the years have gone by, the memories of the Bliss Electrical School belong to only a small number of people.  On this day, they shared them with us.”
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
